SEPTEMBER 21, 2005 
 

CALL TO ORDER 
 
Mayor Ramsey called the meeting to order at 7:03 p.m. and asked for roll call. 
 
ROLL CALL 
 
Robert Strope, City Administrator, called roll with Mayor Ramsey, C. Luethe, C. Moore, 
and C. Unruh.  C. Cook and C. Zuern were absent. 
 
CONSENT AGENDA 
 
Minutes of September 7, 2005 
Payment Approval List for Warrant Registers for $48,230.93 between 51128-51303 
Payroll Report for Pay Period Ending August 31, 2005, Warrants #39407 to 39465 for

C. Unruh made the motion to approve the consent agenda with C. Luethe seconding 
the motion.  3 Ayes 0 Nays 2 Absent, motion passed. 
 
BUSINESS 
 
AB 05-98 Discovery Trail Paving 
 
The City of Long Beach advertised for paving of the Discovery Trail north of the existing 
pavement to Clark’s Tree and to the parking area at the Breakers.  Two contractors 
responded, with Lakeside being the apparent low bidder.  WSDOT reviewed the bids and 
approved the award.  Robert Strope explained that there was a change to the agreement 
that the start time would be next week, not October 1st.  C. Moore made the motion to 
award the contract to Lakeside Industries and to accept the new start date.  C. 
Unruh seconded the motion.  3 Ayes 0 Nays 2 Absent, motion passed. 
 
AB 05-99 Design Review, Ocean Lodge 
 
John Schelling, Community Development Director, explained on September 13, 2005 the 
Planning Commission conducted a regular meeting and voted unanimously to 
recommend approval of the application, finding that the proposal meets the requirements 
of Section 5.10.01 of the City’s zoning ordinance.  C. Unruh made the motion to 
approve the design review with the following findings: 1) that the proposed action is 
consistent with the Comprehensive Plan 2) that the proposed action meets the 
requirements of Section 5.10.01 of the Zoning Ordinance 3) that the proposed action 
is consistent with the Design Review Guidebook.  Conditions: 1) The waste 
receptacles, HVAC units and other mechanical equipment are screened from public 



view utilizing an approved method in Section 5.10.01 2) the landscaping plan 
provided by the applicant meets the requirement set forth in Section 5.10.02 (1) to 
include irrigation or other watering methods are used to ensure plant survival; and 
3) installation of windows in the dormers as shown on the side elevation submitted 
to satisfy the requirements of Section 5.10.01.02(6) 4) sample of the cement shingle 
siding be submitted to the City for approval to assure the alternative material 
matches the appearance of the cedar shingles it is replacing.  C. Luethe seconded the 
motion.  3 Ayes 0 Nays 2 Absent, motion passed. 
 
REPORTS AND CORRESPONDENCE

C. Moore reported that Rod Run went smooth.  C. Moore also stated that after the 
hurricane Katrina destruction and hurricane Rita threatening the Gulf coast, the City 
needs to be more prepared for natural disasters, tsunamis.  Discussion followed as to 
some of the issues that need follow up.  Robert Strope reported that council packets 
would be sent to the candidates running for the two council seats to bring them up to 
speed on the agenda items.  Robert Strope also stated that the Planning Commission 
would be attending the required training by WCIA.

Discussion followed in regards to the status of reviewing the Comprehensive Plan.  Ken 
Boeh inquired about changing the approved design of Ocean Beach Commons to remove 
the requirement for cupolas.  Robert Strope told Mr. Boeh he would meet with him the 
next day to discuss the matter.  Ragan Andrew gave a brief overview of the end of 
Summerfest and future walking events.  She also touched on other upcoming projects she 
is working on.
