Request For Qualifications (RFQ)
The City of Long Beach, Washington is in search of technical assistance and professional planning services in updating its Comprehensive Plan.

The City of Long Beach is seeking written qualifications for planning services to develop an update to several of its 1999 Comprehensive Plan Elements. The intent of this project is to help improve livability, economics, mobility, recreation, employment, and education in the City of Long Beach, particularly in the Downtown and Shoreline areas. It is expected that the process will stimulate public review and discussion on issues and alternatives through public meetings, interviews and surveys. 
The consultant's role will be to provide professional planning services, including the development of updates to select elements of the City's Comprehensive Plan and suggested actions to subsequently update the City’s Zoning Ordinance and Development Regulations based upon the Comprehensive Plan recommendations and recent applicable state laws. The City is also looking for assistance with an Environmental Impact Study (EIS), if deemed necessary.

· Environmental Impact Study (EIS) 
The consultant or team should have the following skills at its disposal for this project: 

· Service Delivery Strategy 

· Public Participation and Outreach Strategy
· Land Use Planning 

· Urban Design 

· GIS 

When responding to the RFQ, the City of Long Beach would ask each submitter to describe their approach to the project. The responses should be brief, yet descriptive enough for the City to understand the method the submitter will undertake. At a minimum, the submitter should describe how they would propose accomplishing the major tasks associated with the project. Below are examples of topics a submitter may consider: 

· Public Participation

· Fiscal Analysis of Scenarios 

· Plan Development 

· GIS 

· Innovation 

· Implementation

No oral questions will be answered. If additional information or clarification is desired, requests should be made in writing via e-mail or U.S. mail to John Schelling. Written responses will be provided to all submitters via email. 

Applicants shall provide 8 printed copies of the complete Statement of Qualifications. Submittals must contain the following information: 

· Business location(s) and the firm's officers. 

· Email address of contact person for this project. 

· Past experience with updating Comprehensive Plans and zoning regulations, with reference contact names and telephone numbers. 

· Evidence of general knowledge in city planning, environmental analysis, capital budgeting and other relevant professional work. 

· A complete list of all relevant work performed for public entities for the past five years including contact names and telephone numbers and contact price. 

· A list of work performed for public entities in the past five years the submitter would consider innovative or that employed innovative techniques. Include a brief description of the work and your reasoning as to why you consider it innovative or distinct. 

· Service delivery experience and analysis strategy. 

· Brief description or outline of the planning approach to be used by your firm. 

PROPOSAL EVALUATION AND SELECTION

The proposals will be evaluated and ranked by the appointed Selection Committee according to the criteria set forth in the RFQ. Please prepare your proposal responses in the order of the enclosed Rating Form to assist the Selection Committee in rating your proposal response package. Using the evaluations and ratings as a guide and any/all other obtainable information, the Selection Committee will select the proposal which it deems to be in the City’s best interest. The Committee may require competing individuals/firms to make oral presentations of their proposals and to answer specific questions about them. The successful firm will be notified in writing by the City of Long Beach.

NON-COLLUSION CLAUSE

By offering a submission to this RFQ, the proposer certifies that the proposer has not divulged to, discussed or compared his/her competitive proposals with other proposers and has not colluded with any other proposers or parties to this competitive proposal whatsoever. Also, the proposer certifies, and in the case of a joint competitive proposal each party thereto certifies as to its own organization, that in connection with the competitive proposal. 

The City reserves the right to accept or reject any and all submittals. The City of Long Beach anticipates making a single award from the qualified submitters. However, the City reserves the right to make multiple awards should it deem in the best interest of the City. All materials submitted in response to this RFQ will remain the responsibility of the consultant. The City of Long Beach is an Equal Opportunity Employer.

All Statements of Qualifications must be received no later than Friday, March 10, 2005 by 4:00 PM. All proposals and accompanying documentation will become the property of the City of Long Beach and will not be returned. Proposals received later than the submittal due date will not be considered.
